Reminder Prompt: most suitable for a student who has good command of a strategy but has not used it here, for whatever reason.

“8+6…do you see a double in there?  Or could you make the 8 into a ten?”
Scaffolding Prompt:  works well with students who need more structure or some direction but are likely to carry on from here.

“8+6….what if it were 9+6…what would you do? (make a ten)  Could you do the same with 8?”
Example Prompt:  When a student is struggling or doesn’t appear to understand the concept, these prompts can provide them with actual models of the learning intention.

“Let’s get a ten-frame and build 8+6….which number is already really close to 10?  What can you do so you can use that friendly number?”
